This note is based on visits to the village and interviews with the community in April 2016
Domeabra is a village of some 100 people, divided into 20 households.  It is situated about 12 kms north on the westernmost road running north from Mampong, which is the local authority centre for Sekyere Central District.  
The villagers at Domeabra are mainly seasonal workers from the north of Ghana or the Sahara, who have come south to work on Ashanti farms and settled.  The name of the village, Domeabra, means If You Like Me, Come.
The villagers are subsistence farmers.  Their principal crops are cassava, corn, yam and vegetables.  Most eat meat only once a year, at Christmas, and their main sources of protein are  small quantities of dried fish and groundnuts.
Water and Sanitation
The community draws water from the Asubone stream.   There is one traditional pit latrine, but most people use the bush, which probably pollutes the stream still further.  Refuse is simply dumped behind houses.  This is a dangerous practice, as it attracts snakes and mosquitoes, and it means that the village is very dirty.     
Education and Health
Children go to school in Abuontem, which is very close.  
Mampong Hospital is the nearest place health care.  We were told that the most common sicknesses are malaria, diarrhoea and aching joints, probably caused by the need to carry heavy loads on their heads particularly in childhood.  
Institutions
There is no elected Unit Committee in the village.  The Chief is Nana Kwadwo Duku, who is also the witch doctor.  
Religion
The main religions are traditional and Muslim.
Wish List
The people told us that above all else they would like to have a borehole to provide clean water, latrines and a kindergarten.
